ARTICLE 1. PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE CONTRACT

ARTICLE 3. DURATION OF THE CONTRACT
This service contract shall be valid for an initial term of one year from the date of signature of this service contract. It may be renewed five (5) times for periods of twelve (12) months, without exceeding a total term of six (6) years.
ARTICLE 4. EXPECTED PERFORMANCE OF THE CONTRACTOR
In accordance with the provisions of Article 14 of the TOR:
Lot 1: Social reintegration assistance
The service provider is expected to provide social support to migrants in precarious situations for a maximum period of six months from the date of return to the country and to allocate material or financial assistance to enable beneficiaries to meet basic expenses related to housing, health, or children's education.
[bookmark: _Toc210924652]ARTICLE 5. TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR IMPLEMENTATION AND PAYMENT OF ASSISTANCE 
The amounts and terms of payment of the allocated aid are specified in the tripartite contract relating to the respective commitments of the OFII, the service provider, and the beneficiary. This tripartite contract is signed for each assistance granted.
ARTICLE 6. AMOUNT OF SERVICE FEES
The OFII shall pay the service provider’s fee in accordance with the maximum amounts per lot mentioned in Article 3.4 of the terms of reference and the payment terms set out in Article 5.2 of the TOR.
Pursuant to Appendix 3 of the terms of reference relating to the service provider's financial offer, these fees amount to the following for all services described in Article 14 of the terms of reference:

ARTICLE 7. PAYMENT TERMS
[bookmark: _GoBack]Pursuant to Article 6.2 of the TOR, payment of the service provider's fees per handled case shall be made by the OFII upon presentation of invoices, in accordance with the following terms and conditions.
Lot 1: Social reintegration assistance
Payment of fees is made in two installments:
· A first installment equivalent to 50% of the price determined by the monitoring period indicated in the order form, i.e. (amount in words - amount in figures) euros, is paid upon receipt of the assessment on the social and family situation of the beneficiaries and the budgeted proposal for assistance, after validation of the executed service;
· The balance of (amount in words—amount in figures) euros shall be paid at the end of the monitoring period specified in the tripartite commitment contract, after verification and validation of the executed service, following receipt of the report on the beneficiaries' reintegration conditions submitted by the service provider.
Payment shall be made by bank transfer to the service provider's bank account in EUR, converted from Georgian lari (GEL) at the chancery exchange rate applicable on the day of payment.
