1.3 Estimation
The bidder must submit the estimates according to Annex N1 in Excel format.
Every sheet of the excel should be filled out completely.


1.4 Time, Form and place of delivery of goods
Place of delivery: Warehouse of "Georgian Water and Power" LLC in Tbilisi 
Delivery Term shall be DAP Tbilisi or EXW/FCA manufacturers warehouse
Time of delivery: Please indicate the time of delivery in Annex 1. 


1.5 Payment terms
Payment will be made with non-cash payment within 30 (thirty) calendar days after receiving the goods and signing of the relevant Act of Acceptance. The Tender Participant can request 30% advance payment if necessary, however for advance payment terms the Participant must submit an advance payment guarantee after signing the agreement, which Shall be issued by a bank licensed by Georgia or a bank of a member country of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD).

1.6 Warranty Terms
The Tender Participant shall warrant that the Goods are made of best materials with first class workmanship, brand new and unused. The Tender Participant must provide minimum 24 (Twenty-four) months’ warranty period from the date of goods delivery.

1.7 Requirement of Experience
The Tender Participant shall have experience in supplying similar type of goods and submit relevant supporting documents: contract(s) and associated delivery-acceptance document(s) and/or reference number of the mentioned documents in Georgian procurement electronic system of the State Procurement Agency (e.g., NAT/CMR/SPA, etc.).

1.8 Data to be uploaded / submitted by the bidder in the electronic tender:
1. Price table (in accordance with Annex N1); If you upload signed PDF please upload excel file as well
2. Detailed Technical Specifications of the offered goods; Technical Passports, drawings, list of Set Parts and other documents issued by the manufacturer, e.g.: Certificate of Origin, Manual, etc
3. Documents demonstrating experience of a Tender Participant in accordance within the paragraph 1.7;  
5. Complete company and bank details of the bidder as well as the power of attorney of the signatory persson
6. Extract from the Register of Entrepreneurs and Non-Entrepreneurial (Non-Commercial) Legal Entities, which must be issued after the announcement of this electronic tender;
7. Consent to these tender conditions, for which a signed tender application (the preset document) must be submitted;

Note:
1) All documents and / or information created by the bidder uploaded in the electronic tender must be signed by an authorized person (if necessary, a power of attorney must be uploaded);

1.10 Other requirements
1.10.1 At the time of submission of the proposal, the bidder should not be:
• in the process of bankruptcy;
• In the process of liquidation;
• In a state of temporary suspension of activities.
1.10.2 Presentation of prices is allowed only in the national currency of Georgia (GEL), USD or EUR; Prices should include all costs and taxes (including VAT) provided by this tender.
1.10.3 The bid submitted by the bidder must be valid for 45 (forty-five) calendar days from the date of receipt of bids.
1.10.4 The Procurer (Georgian Water and Power LLC (GWP, JSC 203826002) reserves the right to set the deadline for the tender, change the terms of the tender, notify the tender participants in a timely manner, or terminate the tender at any stage.
The Procurer (Georgian Water and Power LLC (GWP, ID 203826002)) will identify the winning supplier to the Tender Commission and notify all participating companies of the decision. After uploading all the required documents, 


you can indicate the bid price and press 


“Save”. 


Please note that after saving the price, you 


will not be able to delete or add files to the 


proposal documents. 


  


 


After saving the initial price, your bidding 


documents are successfully stored in the 


system. In case of willing to reduce the price 


before tender deadline, you can indicate the 


new price and press “Save”. 


 


Reducing the price should be done in 


accordance with the bid reduction step (In 


case it is enabled in the tender). 
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5. Reverse Auction 


The auction is divided into two parts: Period before the start of online auction and reverse auction itself.  
 
Before the auction starts, participants must upload their initial offers. Participant may reduce the initial price before the 
auction start by an amount not less than the auction bid determined in the tender. 


Procurer may also set maximum bid limit in the auction so the supplier does not make an offer above the budget. 


After the start of the auction 15 minute is defined, during which bidders can reduce their prices as many times as they need. 


 


 
During the auction process, participants see how many companies are involved in auction, can see their prices but are not 
able to see their names.  


In the colored status boxes, bidders can easily see the best price given in auction and also see their own price for comparison. 


After the expiration of the initial 15 minutes, if bidders have not updated the price within the last 2 minutes, the auction 
ends. In case in the last 2 minutes before the time expires, any supplier has updated the price, the auction time will be reset 
to 2 minutes. 


Note: Please note that the price changes made in the last few seconds during auction may not be reflected in the system. 
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6. Messages 


After the tender deadline has passed, clarification tab is enabled. During the evaluation period procurer and supplier can 


communicate using clarifications tab, so all the exchanged files and information are stored in the system.
